SAFER ROADS IN THE AREA

Barnet Council teams have been busy 
over the last few months delivering 
essential highway works as part of 
the wider Brent Cross Cricklewood 
programme. Works took place on the 
Geron Way/Edgware Road junction, 
as well as on the Claremont Road and 
Tilling Road junction. These works allow 
us to build Brent Cross Town and make 
improvements to the existing area. Works 
have also been designed to improve 
traffic flow while making it easier and 
safer for pedestrians to get around. 
From wider junctions to better street 
lighting, new traffic lights and pedestrian 
crossings, we hope that your highways 
experience has improved.

CLITTERHOUSE PLAYING 
FIELDS: WORKS UPDATE 
Work is about to begin on the first phase of improvements to Clitterhouse Playing Fields, 
creating enhanced new spaces for sport, play and relaxation. 

The first phase will deliver a new multi-purpose lawn and natural amphitheatre, picnic 
areas, play areas, accessible paths and lighting. New facilities will also be installed, 
including a multiuse netball/tennis court, basketball court, an all-wheel park, table tennis 
tables, and outdoor gym zones, which will give residents more ways to get active. 

In total, we will plant 350 new trees and nine acres of wildflowers across the playing fields. 
With trees and flowers planted within this phase to create more biodiversity and create 
new spaces to relax and roam. 

Two new children’s playgrounds will be delivered in this phase. One next to Clitterhouse 
Farm, which will make use of the popular play equipment from The Exploratory Park, and 
another one towards the north of the site including balance logs,  
clambering boulders and slides. 

Construction is being carefully phased to minimise disruption, with clear access routes 
provided throughout. 

From Monday 20 April, contractors will begin clearing the site and 
setting up a small welfare and delivery office which you will see located 
near Swannell Way. Teams will also be installing Heras fencing along 
the border of the northern part of the playing fields.

WORKING HOURS 

Construction work continues across the 
site, and we do not expect works to be 
any noisier than usual. The construction 
site is operational between:

Monday to Friday from 8am to 6pm 
Saturdays from 8am to 1pm 

On weekdays, there will be a half-hour 
start-up and shutdown period before and 
after the working hours. 

For safety reasons, cranes are required 
to be assembled and dismantled outside 
of standard operational hours. Residents 
will be notified of any out of hours 
working in advance. 

WHITEFIELD ESTATE DEMOLITION 
UPDATE

The main Whitefield Estate demolition 
works are now complete, with plans to 
utilise the space for interim uses such 
as parking spaces and a ball court, from 
summer this year. More information 
on this will be made available as plans 
progress.

To enable the next phase however, an 
area of trees and vegetation between 
the former Whitefield Estate and The 
Exploratory Park, will be cleared.  Works 
began on Monday 9 March and are 
expected to take approximately three 
weeks. The trees and vegetation planned 
for removal were granted planning 
approval in 2014 as part of the overall 
planning consent and reaffirmed through 
the reserved matters approval process.

We expect there will be some noise from 
equipment on site, however, teams are 
working hard to minimise disruption and 
will only work during permitted hours 
between 8am and 6pm Monday to Friday.

CONSTRUCTION UPDATE
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As part of the wider Brent Cross Cricklewood programme, we have a variety of contractors 
working across the development. We’re also working to increase capacity on our roads, 
while making it much easier and safer for pedestrians to get around the area. Works have 
been carefully planned to minimise disruption. 

Below are the current activities at Brent Cross Town: 

•	 Plot 15, a combined private rental and affordable building which started construction 
last year will be complete in early 2027.

•	 The construction of 3 Copper Square, also called Plot 1, is almost finished and 
marks the first office building in the new business and innovation district which will sit 
next to Brent Cross West Station. Sheffield Hallam University’s London campus will 
occupy half of the available space in this building. 

•	 Groundworks for Plot 43B, the second student accommodation building, was 
completed last year. Above ground, construction will be taking place soon. 

•	 Groundworks for Plot 22 (our first retirement living homes) and Plot 23 (co-living 
homes) are also complete. Together with Plot 24 (market sale and affordable flats), 
construction of these plots will commence just before the end of 2026.  

•	 During Spring this year, the next section of Railway Street will be constructed, 
connecting the station up to the future energy centre at the very north end of the 
development, located next to the existing and colourful Substation. See map for 
locations.

•	 Works to improve the arrival experience outside the eastern entrance of Brent 
Cross West will be taking place from 7 April to 8 June 2026. The works will mainly 
take place behind the existing hoarding, although at times the hoarding may be slightly 
narrowed so the team can safely complete the work. Pedestrian access to the curved 
walkway will be maintained at all times.
